GENERAL INFORMATION AND RULES

A. Entries will be accepted on Thursday, August 25 from 8:00 am to noon at the Fruit & Vegetable tent
exhibit area of the fairground. Late entries will be displayed, but not judged. All entries become
property of the Kauai County Farm Bureau.

1. Entries must be grown on Kauai by the exhibitor.

2. Only one entry per variety of each commodity listed is allowed.

3. Entries must be properly entered. Official entry forms will be available at the Fruit & Vegetable
show area. Those with 10 or more items may pick up entry forms in advance at the
University of Hawaii, Cooperative Extension Service Office in the State Office Building,
3060 Eiwa St., Room 210, Lihue (274-3471).

B. Judging will be by the Danish system; there may be more than one blue, red or white ribbon given for
each commodity. Decisions of the judges are final. Judging will be based according to Hawaii Grading
Standards, when applicable, or by the following standards:

1. Uniformity in color, shape and size.
2. Free from defects, blemishes, injuries, insects or diseases.

C. Ribbons and cash prizes will be awarded as follows:

BEST-IN-SHOW (Fruit) - $20 BEST-IN-SHOW (Vegetable) - $20 Blue ribbon - $5
Red ribbon - $3 White ribbon - $2 Entry (no ribbon) - $1

D. In addition to ribbons and cash prizes, HIGH POINT cash prizes will be awarded to individuals with the
highest total points:
1%-¢100 2™-$75  39-$50 4"-$25  5"-$10
E. Names of HIGH POINT and BEST-IN-SHOW winners will be posted and published.

F. Ribbons and cash prizes for all winners will be mailed to the winners by the Kauai County Farm Bureau.

G. There will be a grand auction of all the fruit and vegetable entries in the exhibition area,
Saturday night, August 27 at 8:00 pm.

SPECIAL CONTEST: This year, ROMA TOMATO is our featured vegetable.
The BEST entry (6 roma tomato) will win a 20 prize, 2" prize $10, 3¢ prize $5.

These may include, but not limited to: arrugula, basil, bay, cilantro, chiso, dill, fennel, garlic,
kaffir leaves, lemongrass, marjoram, oregano, parsley, rosemary, sage, savory, tarragon, thyme.
